My Pledge:

1. Be responsible for carrying our orders directed to me by all officials, managers, coaches, and anyone appointed to guide, assist or help in any way.

3. Give due respect and attention to all officials and managers.

4. Act in an orderly fashion at all practices and games.

5. Take care of all equipment by such means as lacing up shoulder pads after use; storing the equipment in a safe and proper manner; not throwing equipment.  All equipment must be kept in top condition so that I will be properly protected.
